- Did you watch the match last night? Dival ses v€era na ten zapas.

KdyzZ je nékdo boring (nudny), nudi lidi
kolem. Pfidavnd jména na —ing se obvykle se pouZivaji o vécech a situacich, nékdy se mohou pouzivati o lidech.

Shakespeare's tragedies are fascinating. Shakespearovy tragédie jsou fascinujici.
The party was boring. Ten vecirek byl nudny.

Pfidavna jména koncici na —ed (interested, bored, amazed, fascinated) vyjadfuji dusevni stav podmétu, ktery zpUlsobilo
néco v jeho okoli. Kdyz jsem fascinated (fascinovany), znamena to, Ze je zde néco, co mé fascinuje. KdyZ jsem bored
(znudény) znamena to, Ze je zde néco (nebo nékdo), co mé nudi. Pfidavna jména na —ed se mohou pouzivat jen o lidech
nebo nékterych zviratech, zkratka o bytostech, které maji védomi, a mohou byt tedy znudéné, fascinované atd. Proto je
nelze pouzit o vécech jako napft. chair (zidle) — Zidle nemUZe byt znudénd, unavena atd.

She was bored. Byla znudéna. (Nudila se).
